SOUTH REGION HIGHLIGHTS

Bartley Ranch hosted the very successful Celtic Celebration on May 18". Approximately 1500 people
attended.

Hawkins Amphitheater opened the season with the Ekolu event. The inclement weather kept attendance
down to about 600.

Bowers Mahnsion tours opened on May 11", and had a Civil War reenactment group performing a skirmish
on May 18".

Link Piazzo Dog Park in Hidden Valley Regional Park was reopened after maintenance and restoration of
the turf was completed on May 17™.

The first Walk with Washoe event was held on May 21* starting at Mayberry Park. It included a tour of the
historic barn located along the route.
